Introduction 
Vast oceans cover much of the earth’s surface. They are home to billions of animals – from the massive blue wale to the tiny microscopic animals that float in the water.

The world’s oceans 

The earth is often called the blue planet because more than two thirds of its surface is water. Most of this water is found in the oceans. Oceans are huge areas of water that are many thousands of meters deep in places. 

Southern ocean

The southern ocean surrounds Antarctica. Much of the southern ocean is over 4000 meters deep. It is a dangerous place with strong winds and massive icebergs. 

Five oceans  

There are five oceans. The largest is the Pacific Ocean, which stretches between north and South America, Australia and the eastern coast of Asia.

The smallest is the Arctic which surrounds the North Pole.     

Waves 
Waves are created by wind blowing over the surface of the water. The stronger the wind the bigger the waves. Waves travel across the ocean just like ripples in a pond.

Living in water 
Animals that live in water are called aquatic animals. Their body is adapted to life in water. Fish have gills to help them breath under water whilst seals have flippers to help them swim.

Jelly fish 

Jelly fish have a soft body mostly made of water. They must stay in water to keep their shape if you take them out of water they will collapse in to a big blob of jelly.
Coastal life 
The shallow waters around land are full of life. Here, are tiny plants called phytoplankton and animals called zooplankton float in the water. The plankton are used for food for large numbers of animals such as sharks whales and sea birds.

   Living together 
Animals that live together on the reef some depend on animals for a home or to stay clean and away from predators.

The deep 

The deep is a cold eerie place where very little lives. The animals in the deep have all sorts of unusual features, which help them get something to eat in this food desert.
