Anthony Lee Ervin (born May 26, 1981) is an American international swimmer who has won two Olympic medals and two World Championship golds. At the 2000 Summer Olympics, he won a gold medal in the men's 50-meter freestyle, and earned a silver medal as a member of the second-place U.S. relay team in the 4×100-meter freestyle event.
Bruno Fratus (born 1989) is a Brazilian swimmer. He placed fourth in 50 metre freestyle at the 2012 Summer Olympics in London.[1]
César Cielo Filho (Portuguese pronunciation: [ˈsɛzɐɾ si.ˈelu ˈfiʎu], born January 10, 1987 in Santa Bárbara d'Oeste, São Paulo, Brazil), is a Brazilian competitive swimmer who specializes in sprint events. He is the most successful Brazilian swimmer in history, having obtained three Olympic medals, four World Championships gold medals and breaking a world record within a one-year span.[1]
Cielo is the current world record holder in the 100 metre and 50 metre freestyle. His gold medal at the 2008 Summer Olympics, in the 50 metre freestyle competition, is Brazil's sole Olympic gold in swimming to date.

David McKeon is an Australian swimmer.[1] At the 2012 Summer Olympics, he competed in the Men's 400 metre freestyle, finishing in 14th place in the heats, failing to reach the final. He is the son of the former olympic swimmer Ron McKeon and has a sister, Emma, who is also a swimmer.
Ellen May Gandy (born 15 August 1991 in Bromley, England) is a female butterfly swimmer from Great Britain. She represented Great Britain at the 2008 Summer Olympics in the 200m butterfly swimming event.

Francesca Jean "Fran" Halsall (born 12 April 1990) is a British freestyle and butterfly swimmer who has competed at the Olympics, World Championships, European Championships, and Commonwealth Games.

Halsall was the youngest member of the Team England swim squad at the Commonwealth Games in Melbourne where she won silver medals in the 4×100 m freestyle and 4×100 m medley relays.

Gary Anderson (born 22 December 1970) is a Scottish professional swimmer player from Eyemouth, Scottish Borders, currently playing in the Professional swimmer Corporation, and a former BDO and WDF world number one. His nickname is The Flying Scotsman. During his time in the BDO, he was known as Dreamboy, a
Hannah Louise Miley (born 8 August 1989) is a British and Scottish individual medley swimmer.[1] She currently swims for GASC (Garioch Amateur Swimming Club), training at the local four-lane 25 metre pool in Inverurie. She is the reigning European 400m individual medley champion in both long course and short course formats. She represented Scotland at the 2010 Commonwealth Games, winning a gold medal in the 400m individual medley
Ian James Thorpe
Nicknamed ‘Thorpedo’ he is one of the most popular swimmers in the present world. Having participated in two Olympic Games, Thorpe bagged nine medals including five gold. This Australian is stepping down the way of being in the same row of the greatest swimmers. He has already been compared with the legends of middle-distance swimmers. Thorpe holds two world records in 200 m and 400 m Freestyle events. Besides Olympic, he also got many success in World Championship, Pan Pacific Championship and Commonwealth Games. He has been World Swimmer of the Year.
Katinka Hosszú (born May 3, 1989 in Pécs, Baranya) is a female Hungarian swimmer, who has three times competed for her native country at the Summer Olympics: 2004, 2008, and 2012. She currently swims for the University of Southern California, under head coach Dave Salo
Liam John Tancock (born 7 May 1985 in Exeter, England) is an English backstroke swimmer who specializes in the 50m and 100m events. He holds the world record in the 50m backstroke, has become a three-time world champion and a five-time Commonwealth Games gold medallist. He competed in the Olympic Games in 2008 but did not earn a medal, and has qualified once more for the British team at the 2012 Summer Olympics
Michael Fred Phelps II (born June 30, 1985) is a retired[6] American swimmer and the most decorated Olympian of all time, with a total of 22 medals. Phelps also holds the all-time records for Olympic gold medals (18, double the second highest record holders), Olympic gold medals in individual events (11), and Olympic medals in individual events for a male (13). In winning eight gold medals at the 2008 Beijing Games, Phelps took the record for the most first-place finishes at any single Olympic Games. Five of those victories were in individual events, tying the single Games record. In the 2012 Summer Olympics in London, Phelps won four golds and two silver medals, making him the most successful athlete of the Games for the third Olympics in a row.[7]
Nathan Ghar-jun Adrian (born December 7, 1988) is an American swimmer and three-time Olympic gold medalist who currently holds the American record in the 50 and 100-yard freestyle (short course) events.[3]
In his Olympic debut at the 2008 Summer Olympics, Adrian swam in the heats of the 4×100-meter freestyle relay and earned a gold medal when the United States team won in the final. Four years later, at the 2012 Summer Olympics, Adrian won gold medals in both the 100-meter freestyle and the 4x100-meter medley relay, and a silver medal in the 4x100-meter freestyle relay. He has won a total of fifteen medals in major international competition, twelve gold, two silver, and one bronze spanning the Olympics, the World, and the Pan Pacific Championships.

Oussama "Ous" Mellouli (Arabic: أسامة الملولي‎; born February 16, 1984) is a Tunisian swimmer who competes in the freestyle and medley events. He is a three-time Olympic medalist, is an African record holder, and trains with the USC Trojans team based at the University of Southern California, where he went to school and swam collegiately
Peter Vanderkaay (born February 12, 1984) is an American swimmer who competes in middle-distance freestyle events and is a four-time Olympic medalist.[1] He was a member of the 2012 United States Olympic team, and won a bronze medal in the 400-meter freestyle event at the 2012 Summer Olympics
Qu Yun born June 5, 1978 in Hangzhou, Zhejiang) is a former butterfly stroke swimmer from China. In 1993, she broke the Asian Record in women's 200m buttfly at 2:08.53 in Chinese National Games which ranked number 1 in the world in 1993.
Rebecca "Becky" Adlington, OBE (born 17 February 1989) – is an English freestyle swimmer. She won two gold medals at the 2008 Olympic Games in the 400 m and 800 m, breaking the 19 year-old world record of Janet Evans in the 800 m final. Adlington was Britain's first Olympic swimming champion since 1988 and the first British swimmer to win two Olympic gold medals since 1908.[2] She won bronze medals in the women's 400 m and 800 m freestyle events in the 2012 Summer Olympics in London.
Sharron Elizabeth Davies MBE (born 1 November 1962) is a retired swimmer from the United Kingdom. She won a silver medal in the 400 metre individual medley at the 1980 Olympics in Moscow, and two gold medals at the 1978 Commonwealth Games in Edmonton. Since retiring from the sport, she has worked as television presenter and served as a patron of charities for disabled children and fitness.
Park Tae-hwan (born September 27, 1989) is a South Korean swimmer. He is a member of the South Korean national swimming team, based in Taereung, Seoul. He won a gold medal in the 400 meter freestyle and a silver in the 200 meter freestyle events at the 2008 Summer Olympics. He is the first Asian swimmer to win a gold medal in Men's 400 metre freestyle event, and the first Korean to win a medal in swimming
Uwe Daßler (born 11 February 1967 in Ebersbach, Saxony), also spelled "Uwe Dassler", is a former middle- and long-distance freestyle swimmer from Germany, who won three medals for the GDR at the 1988 Summer Olympics in Seoul, South Korea. He was European champion in the 400 m freestyle in 1985 and 1987.
Vladimir Vasilevich Pyshnenko (Russian: Владимир Васильевич Пышненко; born March 25, 1970) is a Russian former freestyle swimmer who won one gold medal and two silver medals at the 1992 Summer Olympics at Barcelona and one silver medal 1996 Summer Olympics at Atlanta. He also won two silver medals at the 1994 World Aquatics Championships in Rome and one gold medal at the European LC Championships 1991.
Whitney Lynn Hedgepeth (born March 19, 1971) is an American former competition swimmer who won a gold and two silver medals at the 1996 Summer Olympics 
He is an Olympic swimmer 
Yannick Agnel (born 9 June 1992 in Nîmes) is a French swimmer who specializes in freestyle events, and is a three-time Olympic medalist. In his Olympic debut at the 2012 Summer Olympics in London, he won gold in the 200-meter freestyle, gold in the 4×100-meter freestyle relay, and silver in the 4×200-meter freestyle relay. He is the current world record holder in the 400-meter freestyle (short course), the European record holder in the 800-meter freestyle (short course), and the national record holder in the 200- and 400-meter freestyle (long course).
Zhao Jing (simplified Chinese: 赵菁; traditional Chinese: 趙菁; pinyin: Zhào Jīng; born December 31, 1990 in Wuhan, Hubei) is a female Chinese swimmer, who competed for Team China at the 2008 Summer Olympics and the 2012 Summer Olympics.
